Around the world there are many different traditional tales. Some are similar to tales you might know already (eg. Little Red and the very hungry lion, which is set in the African savannah), some may be completely new to you. Can you find out about one?





Use the internet, visit a local library, or ask someone you know if they have any stories to tell!





Record a story. Choose a traditional tale to read or tell out loud. Think hard about the characters – can you change your voice to show what they’re like and how they’re feeling? Could you add sound effects too? Ask an adult to help you record yourself (eg. using an ipad or phone).








Create a piece of artwork based on a traditional tale. Which part of the story is most exciting? Can you show this using paint, drawings or sculpture?

















Choose a fairy tale. Make your own puppets for each character and put on a show to retell the story.

What if Goldilocks had cleaned up the mess she made in the bears’ house? What if Little Red Riding Hood had learnt karate? Write a different ending for a fairy tale of your choice.

Create a 3D fairy tale map.
