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Mountains and Rivers


During the first part of the summer term, we will focus on the geography of mountains. We will explore how mountains are formed, learn about their key features, and study the impact of weather on mountainous regions. Using atlases, the children will locate the world's major mountain ranges and gain an understanding of glaciers and their role in shaping the landscape.

In our whole class guided reading activities, we will integrate geography concepts while focusing on vocabulary and comprehension skills.


Spellings: Learning new spellings – these will be sent home weekly.


Reading: Try to read at home at least 5 times a week. As well as reading try and make time to discuss what you have read with someone in your family.
